Students will also have several unique cultural experiences:  a glimpse into the Aboriginal culture, the Australia Zoo, Eumundi Market, exploration of Brisbane (major city on the Sunshine Coast), and the eco-environment of Fraser Island (includes dingos and other local fauna, with potential for whale watching and dolphin encounters).  Optional activities will include a trip to the Great Barrier Reef.
The program is hosted by the University of the Sunshine Coast, near the coastal town of Mooloolaba.  Students will be housed in university apartments (with many mod cons!).
