1. Proposal to add Dr. Debra C. Wallace, Associate Professor of Nursing, to the IGSP Faculty: APPROVED

References to Nursing 608 need to be removed, as does the option of SW 660 as a Level B course for the M.S. minor.  MSY will inquire about the intentions to include Stat 575 instead of Stat 675 as Level B options for the M.S. minor, and to include Stat 679 instead of Stat 579 as options for Level B courses for the Ph.D. minor.
