1) Clarification to General Description

3) Department of Statistics:


a)  Proposal for a minimum number of courses for minor from the Statistics Department (at least 2 for Master’s minor, at least 3 for Doctoral minor): 


b) The Executive Committee wishes to recommend that the proposal be altered to read “at least two courses from the Statistics Department” for minors with both the Master’s and Doctoral degrees.

d) Stat 531-2 [Sequence typically does not prepare students for higher-level Statistics courses.  Approved for MS or MA Stat minor only.  Doctoral students wishing to have Stat 531-2 apply as Level A courses may petition to do so after successful completion (grade B or better) of at least one Level B or C course in the Department of Statistics.] 
4) College of Human Ecology:  


a) Approval of Dr. Paula Zemel for membership in the IGSP Faculty: Approved.


b) Approval of Dr. Paula Zemel as the Executive Committee Member from the College of Human Ecology: Approved.


c) Approval of PH 530: Biostatistics as a Level A course: Not approved.

The Committee wishes to see more information regarding the level of the course (homework assignments, tests, etc.)  Additionally, Level A courses must be part of a sequence: individual Level A courses are not approved.  The College is invited to resubmit its proposal.

5) Department of Finance

Proposal for Statistics M.S. for Ph.D. students in Finance: Approved.


6) College of Social Work

Proposal of acceptance of SW 608: Evaluative Research as a Level A course and SW 606, 660 as a Level A sequence: Approved, subject to the same conditions as for Stat 531-2, above.

Note:  There was some question of the appropriateness of a Level A course having a 600 number.
