1. Proposal for Ph.D. in Biochemistry and Cell and Molecular Biology/M.S. in Statistics
Approved

Approved conditional on acceptance of revisions to course title and prerequisites by the Graduate Council and Faculty Senate.  This conditional approval is not to be construed as an endorsement of the revisions by the IGSP Executive Committee.

3. Proposal to add Dr. Fumiko Samejima to the Executive Committee as a Joint College Representative from the College of Liberal Arts
Ruled out of order: under the IGSP charter, we could neither accept nor reject the proposal.
